Interesting Rabbit Facts  
 

·  The world record for the rabbit high jump is 1 
meter.  

·  The world record for the record long jump is 3 
meters.  That's over 9 feet! 

·  The largest litter of baby rabbits is 24.  It 
has happened twice.  Once in1978 and 
again in 1999. 

·  The longest ears are 31.125 inches long.  
They belong to an American rabbit, 
Nipper's Geronimo. 

·  The longest-lived rabbit was nearly 19 
years old when he died. 

·  Biggest bunny:  26 pounds! 
·  A rabbit has 18 toenails:  4 on each of the 

back feet, and 5 on each of the front. 
·  The smallest wild rabbit breed in North 

American is the Pygmy or Little Idaho 
rabbit, which weighs slightly less than 
one pound. 

·  There are over 150 different rabbit coat 
colors, but only 5 eye colors (brown, 
blue-grey, blue, marbled, and pink). 

·  President Lincoln allowed his sons to 
keep many pets in the White House, 
including pet rabbits. 

·  Rabbits are most active at dawn and dusk. 
·  Rabbits are lagomorphs, not rodents.  

They are related to hares and pikas.

If you lead the typical busy modern lifestyle, 
you may feel that there is no room in your life 
for a pet.  Pets can be expensive, demanding, 
and can bother the neighbors.  But take a few 
minutes to consider a rabbit:

Personalities  
Rabbits have wonderful personalities and are curious 
to check things out.  Although they may be content to 
sit quietly during the day, from dawn and dusk they 
are more active and enjoy having something to do.  If 
you do not provide your pet rabbit with toys, he is 
likely to pick his own. 

 
Bunny toys that you can make 

·  Use empty oatmeal boxes (the round 
ones) for young rabbits who like to hide.  
It gives them a great place to huddle and 
snuggle while they are getting use to an 
independent life.    

·  Want something to do with those empty 
toilet paper rolls?  Stuff them with hay, 
lettuce, etc… and it will give the rabbits 
an activity to do.  It's not a permanent 
toy, but they will really enjoy it.  

·  Small cardboard boxes make great toys 
for rabbits.  They can be tossed around 
while larger ones can be explored.  

·  Limbs from fruit trees that have not been 
chemically treated may provide your pet 
rabbit with a pleasant diversion and help 
him wear down his teeth at the same 
time. 

·  Plant a small amount of grass, wheat, or 
herbs in a shallow container especially 
for your rabbit.  You will need to replant 
every month so that he can have an 
occasional back-to-nature treat.
