Why does my dog chew on things?

Chewing is a normal behavior in dogs. Instead of punishing
your dog for chewing, try to redirect his attention to a more
appropriate item. If your dog starts chewing on an
inappropriate item, offer him an appropriate chew toy
instead. When he begins to chew on it, give him lots of
praise. You shouldn’t allow your dog to chew on any of
your possessions, because he cannot understand between
what is considered an old and worn-out shoe or what is a
brand-new shoe. Dog “puzzles”, such as Kongs, can keep
your dog occupied for quite awhile when you stuff a special
treat inside. To prevent your dog from becoming bored,
give him a variety of items to chew on that offer different
tastes, odors, textures and challenges. Remember, that
dogs will chew out of boredom, so make sure your dog
gets plenty of exercise, love and attention from you on a
daily basis.

Why does my dog dig?

Digging is a natural behavior for dogs. Dogs dig for many
reasons: Some just enjoy the feel of digging; some are
looking for a cool spot to lie down; some like to bury things
to save for later. If you leave your dog in the yard alone for
hours, she may be digging holes because she is bored.
She may also be digging under a fence in order to find an
escape route. Sometimes a dog “paws” inside the house in
an attempt to make a comfy bed. To minimize digging,
make sure your dog’s physical and social needs are met.
